Our creative studio works with many different supplies during craft activities such as: acrylic paint,
tempera paint, glue, pastels, chalk, clay, fabric, glue guns, scissors, and various other tools. Although our
instructors provide close supervision when children handle these supplies, mishaps can occasionally occur
because working with craft materials involves natural risks. Please ensure your child understands that craft
supplies should never be eaten or put in their mouth, and remind them to follow all safety guidelines
during activities.
